With this expansion, the City has
taken a major step toward creating a more vibrant and sustainable urban environment, ensuring that every
neighborhood has access to outdoor spaces where people can exercise, socialize and relax.

Looking forward in the 2024-2029 Strategic Plan, the City is committed to expanding its park
system, with several parks planned for the coming years with the goal of ensuring all City residents live within a
10-minute walk of a park or green space.

Currently, the City manages roughly 4,000 acres of parkland and 70-plus miles of trails. It takes a dedicated effort to
maintain the City’s large network of world-class parks, so this month, we’d like to say, “Thank you,” to all the Parks
and Recreation professionals who make our community more vibrant, healthy and engaging.

system to their faucet is to maintain their home or business's plumbing system. One way to do this
is to flush the plumbing system if it's been stagnant for an extended period. This can be done by running cold water
from all the faucets and hose bibs for several minutes to allow fresh water into the building's plumbing. Customers

should also consider replacing older pipes.

Always remember to use water wisely. While the Floridan aquifer offers an ample supply, it's not infinite. Conserving

water now safeguards this resource for future generations.
